6. Remove trash from all waste baskets and place in trash bin on the front porch. If that bin is full, please use the
bins that are located outside the back door by the kitchen. Please replace clean waste basket liner in waste
baskets.

7. Put away all chairs and tables in an orderly manner in chair closet.

8. Close and lock all windows. Close kitchen and stage doors. Turn off all lights. (Please make sure dimmer
switch is completely clicked off).

9. Lock entry door. When locking the outside door, please check the door to make sure it has locked.
